The CAEP minimum criteria are a grade
point average of 3.0 and a group
average performance on nationally
normed assessments or substantially
equivalent state-normed assessments
of mathematical, reading, and writing
achievement in the top 50 percent of
those assessed. An EPP may develop
and use a valid and reliable
substantially equivalent alternative
assessment of academic achievement.
The 50th percentile standard for writing
will be implemented in 2021.

Starting in academic year 2016-2017,
the CAEP minimum criteria apply to the
group average of enrolled candidates
whose preparation begins during an
academic year. The provider
determines whether the CAEP

minimum criteria will be measured (1) at
admissions, OR (2) at some other time
prior to candidate completion.



In all cases, EPPs must demonstrate
academic quality for the group average
of each year’s enrolled candidates. In
addition, EPPs must continuously
monitor disaggregated evidence of
