7.2 Beginning special education professionals serve as a collaborative resource to colleagues.

7.3 Beginning special education professionals use collaboration to promote the well-being of individuals with exceptionalities
across a wide range of settings and collaborators.

Summary: All edTPA rubrics align with two or more CEC components and seven rubrics address eight or more components. At the global level, all standards are addressed by one or more edTPA rubrics, with one exception (Standard 7). edTPA is designed as a
measure of pedagogy and is not intended to measure ALL aspects of effective teaching for special educators. Some components of the CEC Standards listed here as Blank are recognized as beyond the scope of edTPA purpose and composition. Other program
embedded measures are more suitable for evaluating candidate knowledge, skills, or abilities in these areas.
